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Heat-Seal Instructions for Dye-Sub Uniform Patches

Caution! Test your garment first to insure that high temperatures will not cause damage to the fabric, especially to synthetics such as nylon. Also, some dark garments have a tendency to bleed through onto the white patch area. It is your responsibility to test and wash your garment prior to applying your Iron-On Patches. We will provide generic sample patches for testing upon request. 

Caution! Due to the variation in temperature and pressure, it is recommended that the patches not be applied with a hand iron. The temperatures and times listed below are intended as a guide; please adjust for any variations in your heat press.

Notice! We use common blank mouse pads that can be found in any office supply store such as Staples for a couple of dollars to aid in the Heat-Seal Process. These pads are placed under the garment to raise and isolate the area that the patch will be applied to. We also hand cut these pads ¼” larger than the patch.
1. Set heat press to 325 - 360 degrees. This will properly liquefy the heat-seal material.

2. Set heat press timer for 10 - 20 seconds. 

3. Set pressure so it has enough force to embed the heat-seal material into the garment. 

4. Slide the garment onto the lower platen of the heat press and cover it with a teflon sheet for protection.

5. Pre-heat the garment for 10 seconds to remove any moisture.

6. Remove the teflon sheet, position the patch on the garment and recover the garment with the teflon sheet for protection. Note: A small amount of ink may transfer onto the teflon sheet. Flip the teflon sheet over for each patch and clean each side as needed. Or, you can use common wax paper as a barrier. 1 piece of wax paper can be used 2 times, once on each. Discard it after both sides have been used.
7. Press the garment with the patch for 10 - 20 seconds. 

8. When done, remove the garment and lay it on a flat surface to cool. Be careful not to distort the patches shape when removing it from the heat press. It will take 20-30 seconds for the heat-seal material to cool and complete the bonding process.

9. Once cool; check the inside of the garment to make sure heat-seal has not penetrated the front layer. 


Note! We recommend sliding your garment over the lower platen of your heat-press so that only the top layer is exposed to the heat. If the heat-seal material is penetrating the front layer of your garment onto the mouse pad, your pressure and/or time are set too high. If this occurs, slowly peel them apart while they are still warm. There is not enough heat-seal material on a patch to permanently bond them together, but it is easier to peel them apart while still warm. Your main goal is to ensure the heat-seal seeps into the fibers of the material without completely penetrating the front layer to achieve a proper permanent bond.
